1.INTRODUCTION

1.1. Background

1.1.1. Delhi State Industrial and Infrastructure Development Corporation . (DSIIDC), was
incorporated as a company and registered under Companies Act, 1956 in February, 1971
with the main objects of aiding, counselirassisting, financing, projecting and promoting
the interests of small industries in Delhi and providing them with capital, credit, resources
and technical and managerial assistance for the successful execution of their work and
business. At the time okgistration it was known as Delhi Small Industries Development
Corporation Limited. However, now it is called 'Delhi State Industrial & Infrastructure
Development Corporation Limited i.e .DSIIDC. Further details are available on the website

DSIIDC has decided to undertake “Development of IT/ITES SEZ, at New Dél’
“Project™) through Public Private Partnership (ti#PP”) model. DSIIDChas decided to
carry out a transparent and competitbidding pocess for selection of the private sector
partner which shall form a Special Purpose Company (SPC) with DSIIDC and act as a Co
Developer for the Project. Brief gizulars ofthe Project are given in Appendix V.

DSIIDC intends to prejualify and sbrt-list suitable Applicantgthe “Bidders”) who will
be eligible for participation in the Bid Stage, for awarding the Project through a transparent
competitive bidding process in accordance with the procedure set out herein.

1.1.2. The selected Bidder, which &ther a company or a consortium thereof, shall enter into a
Shareholders Agreement with DSIIDC (theHhareholders Agreemen) for formation of a
Special Purpose Company (SPC) and act as @dveloper (“Co-Developer”) for
development, operation and ma&nance of the Project under and in accordance with the
provisions of a development agreement (tbevelopment Agreemeri) in the form(s)
provided as part of the Bidding Documents pursuant hereto.

1.1.3. The scope of work will broadly include the developmenterapon & maintenance of
Information Technology/ Information Technology Enabled Services (IT/HEfcial
Economic Zone (SEZ) comprising of Processing and Non Processing Areas with other
required utility infrastructure facilities. The detailed scope afkweould be provided at the
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RFP stage.

1.1.4. Indicative capital cost of the Project (tHestimated Project Cost”) is approximately
Rs. 674 Crore. It may be revised and specified in the Bidding Documents of the Project.
The assessment of actual costs, howenidirhave to be made by the Bidders.

1.1.5. DSIIDC shall receive Applications pursuant to this RFQ in accordance with the terms set
forth herein as modified, altered, amended and clarified from time to time by DSIIDC, and
all Applications shall be prepared asubmitted in accordance with such terms on or before
the Application Due Date specified in Clause (th& “Application Due Date”).

1.2. Brief description of Bidding Process

1.2.1. DSIIDC has adopted a twstage process (collectively referred to as"Bidding P rocess")
for selection of private sector partner which shall form a Special Purpose Company (SPC)
with DSIIDC and act as a GDeveloper for the Project. The first stage (tQaialification
Stage") of the process involves qualification (th@ualification” ) of interested Companies
or consortia thereof, who make an Application in accordance with the provisions of this RFQ
(the"Applicants" ).

1.2.2. In the Qualification Stage, Applicants would be required to furnish the information specified
in this RFQ. Only those Applicants that are-pralified and shid-listed by DSIIDC shall
be invited to submit their Bids for the Project.

1.2.3. Inthe Bid Stage, the Bidders will be called upon to submit their financial offersB(e" )
in respect of Project, in accordance with the RFP and other documents to be provided by
DSIIDC, pursuant to the RFP (colleatly the "Bidding Documents”). The Bid shall be
valid for a period of not less than one hundred & eighty (180) days from the date specified in
clause 1.3 for submission of bids (th&id due date).

1.2.4. In terms of the RFP, a Bidder will be required toaip along with its Bid, a bid security
equivalent tadRupees.5 Crores (Rupees Six Crores Fifty Lakhs only) (Biel 'Security™),
refundable no later than 60 (sixty) days from the Bid Due Date, except in the case of the
selected Bidder whose Bid Securihall be retained till it has provided a Performance
Security under the Development Agreement. Bidders will have an option to provide
Bid Security in the form of a demand draft or a bank guarantee acceptable to DSIIDC
and in such event, the validitgpod of the demand draft or bank guarantee, as the case
may be, shall not be less than 240 (two hundred and eighty) days from the Bid Due Date,
inclusive of a claim period of 60 (sixty) days, and may be extended as may be mutually
agreed between the DSKDand the Bidder from time to time.

A. GENERAL
2.1  Scope of Application

2.1.1 DSIIDC wishes to receive Applications for Qualification in order to sHisttexperienced and
capable Applicants for the Bidding Stage.

2.1.2 Shortlisted Applicants may be subsequently invited to submit the Bids for the Project
2.2  Eligibility of Applicants

2.2.1 For deternining the eligibility of Applicants for their prequalification hereunder, the following
shall apply:

a. The Applicant for pregualification shall be a single Company or a group of Companies
(the “Consortium” ), coming together to implement the Project. Howewe applicant
applying individually or as a member of a Consortium, as the case may be, can be member
of another Applicant Consortium. The term Applicant used herein would apply to both a
single entity and a Consortium.

b. The Applicant can be a compangcorporated under the Companies Act 1956 or
consortium or joint venture of the companies, each of which is a company incorporated
and registered in India under the Companies Act, 1956, OR a foreign company(ies)
applying for the project either individuallyr in consortium subject to compliance with
applicable laws, policies and guidelines of Government of India with a formal intent to
enter into an agreement or under an existing agreement in the form of a Consortium.

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share capital of such Applicant, Member or Associate, as the case may be) in the
other Applicant, its Member or Associate is less than twenty five (25%) per cent of
the subscribed and paid up equity share capital thereof; provided furthethithat
disqualification shall not apply to any ownership by a bank, insurance company,
pension fund or a public financial institution referred to in section 4A of the
Companies AGt1956. For the purposes of this Clause 2.2.1(c), indirect shareholding
held through one or more intermediate persons shall be computed as follows: (aa)
where any intermediary is controlled by a person through management control or
otherwise, theentire slareholding held by such controlled intermediary in any other
person (the Subject Persori) shall be taken into account for computing the
