 Policy of Imported Foreign Liquor

The following broad guideline as a policy of IFL is proposed.

1.
Based on grant of L-1(F) Licennce for the whole sale supply of Imported Foreign Liquor, each licnece shall produce a photocopy of the licence granted to them by the Excise Deptt., alongwith photocopy of the payment deposited by them in the Excise Deptt.

2.
Each licencee (L-1F) has to produce a certificate containing approval of the custom for having bonded ware house.

3
Only such brands shall be supplied by the registered L-1F licencee for which permission has been granted by the Excise Deptt., A copy of such permission shall be submitted alongwith detail of brand allowed for retail sales.

4.
Each licencee before supplying any stock to the Corporation shall produce a price structure indicating the whole sale price, Excise fees payable Vat/salt tax payable, assured profit margin of DSIIDC and subsequently the maximum retail price.  

5. No licencee shall be entitled to any order if the price structure as above has not been submitted to the Corporation.

6.
Every licencee shall make an offer to incidental charges payable, if any, on the bills submitted by them after sale of the products to the actual consumer. 

7.
Once a MRP has been fixed for a brand of wine/scotch/liquor/Beer etc., by the Corporation based on offer made by the one licencee, no other licencee can offer either a lower/higher MRP, excepting reduction in their wholesale price or incidental charges.

8
As per provision contained in the Circular No.10 (2001-02)/IMFL/EX/15541 dated 10.11.04, the Corporation will be within its right to accept or reject such brands which otherwise are being supplied by other bonder/importer/licnecee.

9.
All Shop Incharges in DSIIDC shall maintain a separate stock register (L-1(F) brand wise.  Separate Transport Permit folders shall contain TP’s of IFL’s only. This is as per requirement laid down under rule 33 (19) of Delhi Liquor Licence Rule 1976. Under no circumstances entries of IFL and IMFL shall be clubbed together in any manner what-so-ever.

10
Every Shop Incharge shall issue a cash memo, to each customer indicating his name and address.
11
Each Licencee /Importer/Bonder shall affix an additional label as directed by the Excise Deptt., and accordingly the retail vend Incharges of the DSIIDC shall ensure the same before accepting the stock in his L-2 vend.

12
Based on the brands detail given by individual supplier/bounder DSIIDC will place its orders on the bounders for supply of stock of various brands for supply in the identified shops as specified in our order.
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13
Once an order have been given by DSIIDC to the supplier/bounder it would be   obligatory for the supplier/bounder to supply the stock at our respective shops within 10 days only, including Saturday & Sunday.

14
The 10 days as specified for supply at S.No.2 above shall include the time consumed for de-bonding  of the goods from the custom,  issue of TP’s and subsequent supply at DSIIDC IMFL  vends.

15 All supply made to our individual vend against valid TP’s will also accompany our order initially placed as at S. No.13 above to  our shop Incharge to ensure that there is no variation in the quantity of the order, brand and size actually ordered for.  

16 No brand which has sale of at least 1 bottle per day, per shop, per brand, shall be entitled to remain in-display.

17
In the event of any brand not selling as per clause No. 16 above a maximum of 60 days will be allowed to the brand for display at the shop/counter. Where after the bounder/supplier will be required to re-purchase the same at the MRP immediately.
18
In the event of the failure of the supplier to re-purchase the  goods after 60 days, DSIIDC will be entitled to charge @  Rs. 5/-  per day, per bottle, per brand, per size as display charges/demurrage.  Such payment shall be recovered from the bills of the suppliers against actual sale if any or else the supplier shall pay the same in the form of a cheque/draft in favour of M/S. DSIIDC Ltd., immediately on demand. 

19 All shop incharges who ever are receiving IFL shall abide by the above system and shall accept stock in their vends only based on actual order placed by the HQ of DSIIDC after matching the same with the TP’s.

20
All bounder/importers/supplier shall produce an authority letter certifying that they are the actual importers/Bounder of the IFL and they hold a valid bond in the region of Delhi. (certificate from customs)

21 All licencee at the time of supplying the stocks to respective IMFL vends shall produce a certificate issued by the Excise Deptt., regarding Number and detail of the hologram issued to them by the Excise deptt. 

22
All supplier shall indemnify the corporation that in the event of any manipulation/irregularities in the supply, the supplier shall be held responsible for all consequences what so ever and DSIIDC and its staff shall have no responsibility what so ever.

23
Each supplier shall also produce a certificate regarding country of origin against supply to ensure geniusness of the product.

24
All the suppliers shall indicate the Batch No., Code No. etc of the stocks being supplied by them and at the time shall also declare the country of origin.  

AMENDMENT AS ON 14.9.05 IN THE IMPORTED FOREING LIQUOR POLICY

AMENDMENT TO CLAUSE NO. (4)

A. That all  the L-1F) Licencee or any producer/bonder will  not supply the brands to any other Corporation , L-52 Vend or any institution at a price lower than that supplied to DSIIDC. In case any violation detected, at any point of time in the price as offered to DSIIDC, then the DSIIDC reserves the right to deduct the difference in price from the bills of bonders/suppliers. The recovery of difference shall be adjusted from the immediate bills/payments due to the licencee.

AMENDMENT TO CLAUSE NO. (6) 

A.
An authority letter from Manufacture/Bonder/producer of the IFL from the country of origin shall certify the eligibility of the supplier/bonder/importer to market the products exclusively within the State of Delhi for the respective licensing year. The certificate must clarify the commencing date of Agency and if for a limited period the date up to which the agency is granted needs to be reflected. 

B. The manufactures/ Company /producer should certify that the goods supplied by the nominated exclusive supplier/ (L-1-F) Licencee are genuine in quality and that they shall be responsible for all complaint in this regard.  

ADDITIONAL CLAUSE NO. (25)

All supplier/bonder/ (L-1-F) Licencee shall submit an all India sales figure of each brand proposed to be sold in Delhi for the last 2 years, to assess the salability of the brands by DSIIDC and shall also submit the maximum retail price as fixed in the related state for a comparison for finding out the sale potential   of the brands.
